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Job Description

Waking Nights Casual Care Worker 

Accountable to: Residential Home Manager, Team Leader and Senior Support Worker if working at the residential home or Programme Co-ordinator undertaking work at the day resource centre.
Main purposes of the post: 
· To provide cover at the Trust's establishments as and when required.

· To help implement objectives designed to achieve the maximum awareness, independence and physical, intellectual, emotional and social development of each service user.

· To offer a high quality residential / day service to the service users.

· To work as part of the team.

· To fulfil and further the aims and objectives of the service.

Main duties and responsibilities

· To understand and respond to the specific needs of individuals with Autistic Spectrum Disorder. 

· To ensure that day to day work and activities are carried out smoothly and to the best interest of our service users.

· To help create a caring and supportive environment, which promotes the physical and emotional health, security, individuality and self-esteem of all service users.

· To protect the rights and interests of service users by treating each person as an individual, supporting their rights and respecting and promoting (where appropriate) their views and wishes.

· To respect the rights and dignity of service users while seeking to ensure that their behaviour does not harm themselves or other people.

· To establish and maintain the trust and confidence of service users and carers.

· To ensure secure storage and administration of all drugs and medicines.

· To be familiar with the Fire Procedure for the home and to ensure security of the building at start of shift. 

· To ensure the safety of the service users during the night.

· To situate yourself within hearing distance of residents and respond to them quickly.

· To remain awake at all times whilst on duty.

· To ensure that you are informed of all relevant information to enable you to adhere to normal routines and patterns of work at the establishment you work.

· To form effective working relationships with permanent employees and other casual workers.

· To participate in training in order to develop the skills necessary to provide the best support to service users, improve and maintain your knowledge and skills.

· To attend all staff meetings and reviews, sometimes outside your normal working hours.

· To participate in the process of supervision and performance appraisal.

· To adhere to all Trust's policies and procedures.

· To report immediately any incidence, suspicion or sign of physical or verbal abuse, neglect or harm of a service user. Please see  the Whistleblowing Policy and Procedure for further information.

· To maintain confidentiality within the service, regarding all service users and colleagues.

· To maintain a high standard of "good housekeeping", ensuring that rooms are kept clean and tidy.

· To maintain clear and accurate records as required by the Trust's procedures and the requirements of the Care Standards Act 2000.

· To undertake such duties as are required and appropriate to the professional task.
